We are looking for enthusiastic, energetic and creative high school students to help us help others.

By establishing a HABITAT for HUMANITY YOUTH UNITED CLUB at your school, students will be able to actively lead, plan and implement events to help us reach our goal of providing an affordable home for a Bergen County family.  New guidelines have been set forth in our Charter Agreement.  These requirements are minimal and should easily be met by students willing to lead and participate in a Youth United Club.  They are as follows:
1. A minimum of 10 construction volunteers per calendar year.  

2. A minimum of 2 fundraising or advocacy events per calendar year.

3. A minimum of $500 in fundraising donations per calendar year.

Our goals for the coming year are to reach out and establish 10 new YOUTH UNITED CLUBS in Bergen County high school(s) and middle school(s) and have student representatives actively participate at scheduled meetings.  We have set a goal, this year, to raise $20,000 towards sponsoring a home for a Bergen County family.
