Text: 
Matthew 4:1-11 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil. And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred. And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread. But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.  Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.
      Subject: 
Call The Law!
   Objective: 
In this text my brothers and sisters we will examine the fact that when Jesus was tempted by Satan; Satan was trespassing on Jesus’ spiritual territory. And to get the trespasser arrested Jesus called the law. We will also come to the conclusion that many of us have broken the law and we need to turn ourselves in and not wait for the spiritual police to come and arrest us.
Introduction:
 Today we are going to tie the natural and the spiritual together to see that just like we can called the authorities to come to our aid in the natural, so be it we can call the authorities in the Spirit when the adversary is violating or trespassing against God’s property! How many know that you belong to God? So when the adversary messes with what doesn’t belong to him, we are going to: (CALL THE LAW)
There are some of us in here that have had a run in with the law. Meaning we have broken some law and had to deal with the police. Be it the police caught us doing wrong or someone called the law on us. What ever the case was once the officers came to the conclusion that we had broken the law, they either gave us a ticket or arrested us. Amen

And we must understand that we have the right to call the law, when we see the law being broken. The law, which is the word of God, was given so we could have peace. And when something disturbs the peace then someone is breaking the law. 

If a neighbor is blasting their music and they are disturbing your peace, you are uncomfortable, because we all like our peace. So if you go over a time of two and ask them to turn down the music and have no success. Then the only other option is to: Call the Law!

And we as Christians must understand that there are times when we are going to come to the conclusion that we have no power to change a situation and we need to call the Authority to intervene for us. And believe me Satan is too big and bad for us to fight alone, we need the law to overcome Satan.

You see when the enemy comes in like a flood, we need the law to come to our rescue. And there are many of us in here that the enemy has come in like a flood. And we have been fighting that devil and can’t seem to get him off our spiritual property. (CALL THE LAW)
We will see in our text that when Satan was tempting Jesus, he was trespassing and needed to be arrested. And every time Satan tempted Jesus, the first thing came out of His mouth was “It is written”. Now when Jesus it is written and then said what was written, He was: CALLING THE LAW!

Here recently the adversary came destroy my marriage. And did not think it strange because Satan comes to kill, steal and destroy. But I was not about to stand by and let Satan take from me what was mine. You see I know that God gave me my wife and she is mine. So when I saw Satan coming to take my wife, I needed that sucker arrested. Now I know I did not have the power to arrest him with my own words, so I had to: CALL THE LAW!

And God sent some Spiritual Police (called Angels) to arrest that devil that was trespassing against me. Is there anyone in here that need some stuff arrested in your life? My advice to you is to CALL THE LAW!

These devils are trembling now, because we are about to start calling the law!

Let’s look at our text:

           Text:   

Matthew 4:1-4 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil. And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred. And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread. But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.
Jesus CALLED THE LAW!

Matthew 4:5-7 Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.
Somebody say: JESUS CALLED THE LAW!

Matthew 4:8-11  Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.
We notice that this time, Jesus did not just say It is written, He told Satan to get the hence or to say, get out of my property! Then He CALLED THE LAW!

We are to follow the example of Christ and just like Jesus had to CALL THE LAW, so do we. But we must understand that the reason Jesus was able to CALL THE LAW and get good results, is because He was abiding by the law.  We must be in God’s will and keeping His law for the law to be on our side. If we have been calling the law and getting no response maybe the law is not on our side!

Jesus was protected by the word of God, which is the law. And we must understand that the natural police, the one’s that drive around in the cars with the uniforms and the lights, they are there to protect us. 

Some police cars even have on them “to protect and to serve”. But if you are not a law-abiding citizen they are not there to protect you, they are there to find and arrest you. 

Now what we have to do as Christians is examine ourselves and determine are we living by the LAW, or are we breaking the LAW. Because if we are breaking the LAW and we call the LAW on someone else, we may find ourselves being arrested as well. 

There have been folk who CALLED THE LAW on someone else and ended up being arrested themselves’ because they had also broken the law. Better be careful who we go to God to tell on, might find our we are guilty of the same offense.  Can’t CALL THE LAW on folk gossiping when you gossiping too, can’t CALL THE LAW on folk fornicating because you fornicating too.

TO CALL THE LAW WE FIRST MUST ABIDE BY THAT LAW!

Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion, we must understand that there are some who do not have a phone, or a connection to call the law. So some of us who have a direct line to God, have to CALL THE LAW for them. This is called intercession! We stand in the gap for them, or we CALL THE LAW on their behalf, because they are unable to.


And everyone in here knows someone who needs the Law to come and get Satan off them. And when we see our friends and loved ones being beat up by the adversary, it is wrong for us to just sit idly by and watch them get beat down and do nothing. We must CALL THE LAW!


I remember one time I when I was younger I was somewhere I had no business being and doing something I had no business doing. And the word of the Lord came to me and convicted me. And I said to myself where did that come from. The law had showed up for me, but I did not call them myself. That means someone else had to have CALLED THE LAW for me.


Parents, when our children are away from us, they will probably do things they have no business doing, but God is telling us all we have to do is CALL THE LAW!

ALTAR CALL:  

Now it is time to turn ourselves in, the Altar is open to anyone who knows they have broken the LAW. God says come to the altar and turn yourselves in and He will forgive us and set us free. It does not matter what we have done, God says just come and turn ourselves in, before He has to send His Spiritual Police to come and arrest us!

Maybe you are just being beat up by the enemy and you want some help. God says come and by your coming the Law will be dispatched on your behalf to deal with what is trespassing against you.
This is not a flesh and blood war, Ephesians 6:12  says For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.

Will you come to Jesus today?, Jesus says in Matthew 11:28  Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.

INVITATION:  

If you have not accepted Jesus as your lord and Savior, now is the time. John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

And Jesus is still calling us to repentance. And Jesus says whosoever will let him come.
