All persons in good standing® may ride public transportation
for free.

People in good standing deserve to ride public
transportation for free because the people in good standing,
by their work for the economy, collectively produce all
public transportation, from building the trains and buses and
trolleys, laying the tracks and electric lines, driving and
maintaining the vehicles, administering the entire MBTA and
providing all goods and services required by those who do
the above.

* All persons are in good standing unless the local Assembly
of Egalitarians** determines that, after taking into account
the particular circumstances and reasonableness, they are
violating the principle of “from each according to ability, to
each according to need.”

** Egalitarians are those who support equality (no rich and
no poor) and mutual aid. Only Somewhereville egalitarians
may be members of the Local Assembly.
