Designer, author, television, feature film and stage actress LINDA DANO enjoys a loyal fan base from her many years in the public eye.   An Emmy winner for Outstanding Lead Actress, Dano created and, for seventeen years, played the flamboyant, outrageous romance novelist Felicia Gallant on NBC’s Another World. 
Her honesty, wit, candor and outgoing personality gave her a whole new fan base when she took on the role of co-host for Lifetime television’s Emmy and Ace-nominated cable-TV franchise, Attitudes.   The definition of a multi-tasker, Dano launched her own successful fashion consulting business while working full time on Another World AND hosting Attitudes.
A best-selling author, Dano’s non-fiction books (LOOKING GREAT … It Doesn’t Have To Hurt and LIVING GREAT (1997 / 1998) were both published by G.P. Putnams Sons.   Since 1997, her fashion advice columns have appeared regularly in Soap Opera Digest.
In 1999, following Another World’s cancellation, Dano signed an unprecedented contract with ABC to play the same character (Dr. Rae Cummings) simultaneously on four daytime dramas: One Life to Live, All My Children, General Hospital and Port Charles.  The contract also included regular appearances on The View.  Also a regular on SOAPnet, Dano hosted live from The Daytime Emmy Awards Red Carpet, SOAPnet’s fashion 
wrap-up show, UNZIPPED and The Another World Reunion Show.
A West Coast native who began her acting career in The New Talent Department of Twentieth Century Fox, Dano’s 

film credits include: Hello Dolly, The Boston Strangler, and Star with Julie Andrews. In primetime television: 

a guest appearance on the ABC mega hit, Desperate Housewives, The WB’s What I Like About You, 
Homicide: Life on the Streets, See Jane Date, The Case of the Killer Kiss, and When the Vows Break.
Dano also stepped out of her comfort zone and into live theater with the title role in the musical, Mame 
at the Bucks County Playhouse and as Kate in A.R. Gurney’s Sylvia at the Cape Playhouse.
Linda Dano is a sought-after guest on talk shows around the country including 20/20, Good Morning
America and CNN.  Dano has appeared with Barbara Walters, Larry King, Rosie O’Donnell, Regis Philbin, 
Oprah Winfrey, Tony Danza and Martha Stewart.  Dano also loves sitting in as co-host or as a guest

with Scot Haney on Better Connecticut (WFSB/3). 
Dano’s lucrative New York based consulting business, Strictly Personal, helped her establish multimillion-dollar franchises in fashion and English Country Home with QVC (1993-2013). Her latest, a Vintage-inspired Gemstone Collection launches on QVC June 2014.
A women’s health advocate, Linda Dano has been on the forefront of campaigns that help women better understand, prevent and help their families deal with Osteoporosis, Alzheimer’s disease and Depression.  She is the recipient of the Women’s Health Leadership Award. 

Devoted to the work of HeartShare Human Services, Linda Dano serves as a member of their Board of Directors and annually selects a member of the Entertainment Community to receive The Linda Dano Heart Award.  Celebrating 100 years of service HeartShare raises funds and administers foster care and adoption programs, community-based family service centers, youth services, school-based beacon programs, and services for children and adults affected by HIV / AIDS and those with developmental disabilities.
