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There is a lot to know about the apprenticeable skilled 
trades and the apprenticeship training program. As a 
career destination, most importantly, you need to know if 
a skilled trade is right for you. We encourage you to 
take the time to complete the required research to be 
sure the choice is most appropriate for you. 

 

Apprenticeship 
An apprenticeship is a formal agreement between an 
apprentice (a person who wants to learn certain occupational 
skills) and an employer or union (who needs a 
skilled worker).  Apprenticeship is learning by doing 
under the direction of an experienced tradesperson or 
journeyperson.  An employer or union can sponsor you 
as an apprentice.  A sponsor should be someone qualified 
and able to oversee your apprenticeship training ensuring 
that you complete the competencies required to work in 
the trade. 
 
The level of commitment and time required to 
complete an apprenticeship can be the same as earning a 
college diploma or university degree. The entrance 
requirements are set by the Ministry of Training, Colleges 
and Universities (MTCU). While some skilled trades 
require Grade 10 completion as a minimum entry 
requirement, most employers prefer completion of Grade 
12 or equivalent. A strong foundation in math, sciences, 
and communications is important for most trades. 
An apprenticeship can take 2 to 5 years to complete. 
For the skilled trades that are legislated by the Trades 
Qualification and Apprenticeship Act (TQAA), the training 
duration or number of required hours is a mandatory 
requirement. For the skilled trades that are legislated by 
the Apprenticeship Certification Act (ACA), completion of 
competencies is required and the training duration or 
number of hours is only a guideline. 
 
Apprenticeship includes formal in-school training 
sessions plus learning on the job. About 90 percent of 
your training is on the job and the remaining 10 percent is 
academic or theoretical training. In-school training takes 
place in an approved training facility, either a community 
college or private facility. You may be enrolled in a day 
release program (in school one day a week) or in a block 
release program (in school for a number of weeks each 
year, in one continuous block of time). This is 
determined by Employment Ontario. Your formal 
classroom training continues throughout your apprenticeship.

Your apprenticeship costs include a classroom fee for academic or  
in school training, which is set by the approved training 
facility. In some cases an employer or union may 
reimburse you or pay a portion of this fee. If you do have 
to pay, and you are enrolled in a block training session, 
the cost can be offset by Employment Insurance benefits. 
Depending on the trade, you may also be expected to 
purchase and/or provide your own tools. You may be 
eligible for the Loans for Tools program and the

Wages differ for each skilled trade and vary depending 
on demand. Wages for apprentices registered under the

wage and increase with experience. Wages for apprentices 
registered under ACA are set by the individual employer 
and may start at minimum wage.  

  

Trade Sectors 
There are 4 trade sectors: 
 
Construction - skilled trades found in this sector build 
and/or install services in homes, schools, office buildings 
and institutions. Examples include general carpenter, 
plumber and electrician. 
 
Industrial - trades in this sector involve product 
manufacturing and equipment maintenance. Examples 
include tool and die maker, industrial millwright 
mechanic, and cabinetmaker. 
 
Motive Power - trades in this sector repair and service 
automobiles, transportation equipment and small 
engines. Examples include automotive service technician, 
truck and coach technician and heavy duty equipment 
technician. 
 
Service - trades in this diverse sector include 
hairstylist, early childhood educator and cook. 
 
 
 

About the NOC 
 
The National Occupational Classification (NOC) is the nationally 
accepted reference on occupations in Canada. It organizes over 
30,000 job titles into 520 occupational group descriptions. It is 
used daily by thousands of people to compile, analyze and 
communicate information about occupations, and to understand 
the jobs found throughout Canada's labour market.  
 
The NOC provides a standardized framework for organizing the 
world of work in a coherent system. It is used to collect and 
organize occupational statistics and to provide labour market 
information. The structure and content of the NOC is also 
implemented in a number of major services and products 
throughout the private and public sectors. 
 
The NOC is updated in partnership with Statistics Canada 
according to 5-year Census cycles. It is based on extensive 
occupational research and consultations conducted across the 
country, reflecting the evolution of the Canadian labour market. 
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5 Steps of the Apprenticeship Process 
No matter what skilled trade you are interested in, the 
apprenticeship process is the same.  
 

Step 1 - Research 
Take some of the vocational assessments included 
under the Labour Market Info tab to see what skilled 
trades suit YOU - your skills, your interests, your abilities, 
and your personality. Find out what the local labour 
market demand is for various skilled trades and consider a 
career that you would love to pursue. There are many 
sources of information including speaking with employers, 
apprentices, and journeypersons in the trade you're 
researching.

While in High School

What is OYAP? 
The Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Program (OYAP) is a School to 
Work program that opens the door for student to explore and 
work in apprenticeship occupations starting in Grade 11 or Grade 
12 through the Cooperative Education program. 
 
Students have an opportunity to become registered apprentices 
and work towards becoming certified journeypersons in a skilled 
trade while completing their secondary school diplomas. 
 
The goals of OYAP are: 

 To provide students with the opportunity to start training in a 
skilled trade while completing the requirements for an Ontario 
Secondary School Diploma; 

 To enable student to make the school to work transition by 
direct entry into apprenticeship training; 

 To provide employers with the opportunity to train the skilled 
workers they require; 

 To provide a viable solution to address the problem of skilled 
trades people shortages in general, and specifically the lack of 
young people joining the trades.

Your Options if You Have Left High School 
Academic Upgrading 
If you are 18 years of age and older and haven't 
completed your Grade 12 but would like to get into a 
trade, you can take academic upgrading courses 
through a College and the Continuing Education 
Departments within the various school boards. If you 
are under the age of 25, you and your employer may be 
eligible for a financial incentive if you complete your 
academic requirements. For more information contact

Pre-apprenticeship Training 
Pre-apprenticeship training programs help potential 
entrants to the apprenticeship system develop their job 
skills and trade readiness so that they will be prepared 
to find work as apprentices. This type of training is 
offered by private organizations, community colleges 
and Employment Ontario. Private organizations and 
community colleges charge a fee for this training, 
however the training offered by Employment Ontario is 
free to the participant. Pre-apprenticeship training 
offered by Employment Ontario could last up to 40 
weeks and includes an 8 week placement. To find out 
what type of programs are available through 
Employment Ontario and where they are offered call 
the Employment Ontario Hotline at 1-800-387-5656 or 
visit: www.ontario.ca/employmentontario. 
 
Post Secondary Programs 
Community colleges offer one and two year programs 
that teach trade basics. Upon completion you receive 
a diploma or certificate. This training is not mandatory 
to get into an apprenticeship, however depending on 
the employer, completion may be viewed as a benefit. 
 

Step 3 - Employment 
To become an apprentice you must have an employer 
or union hire you and then register you as an apprentice 
with Employment Ontario. There is no all inclusive list of 
employers who hire apprentices. 
 
Most apprenticeship opportunities are not advertised 
and you will only hear about them through networking. 
You can also get the names and phone numbers of 
potential employers through the yellow pages, trade 
associations, business directories, web sites, and articles 
in the paper. 
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To get started you will have to create a well-written 
resume that is focused on the specific trade. A résumé 
should illustrate the skills, education/training and 
experience that you can bring to an apprenticeship. It is 
also suggested that you prepare a cover letter to 
accompany your resume. If you need help in developing a 
resume, check out the Resume Builder on 
www.tradeability.ca, and select Create a Résumé 
http://resumebuilder.tradeability.ca/ . 
 
Once you get called for an interview make sure that 
you have researched your trade and the company. Take 
the Quiz! - 
http://ultimatesurvey.fluidmedia.com/Surveys/TakeSurvey.aspx 
?surveyid=1047, which is an interactive tool which you will 
find on our home page. See how prepared you are. When 
you go in person, be neat, clean and enthusiastic. Stay 
positive and above all, keep your goal in mind and don't 
give up. 
 
When an employer offers you an apprenticeship they 
are preparing to invest a lot of time and money in you. To 
offset this investment, you may want to inform the 
employer of the financial benefits available to them for 
hiring an apprentice. Information can be found in 
Appendix A. 
 

Step 4 ς Training 
You or your employer should contact Employment 
Ontario and arrange for an Employment and Training 
Consultant to register you as an apprentice. The 
consultant will come to your workplace where you will be 
asked to sign an apprenticeship training agreement or 
contract of apprenticeship between yourself, the 
employer and MTCU. There is a one time nominal fee 
involved when you are registered, which is payable by the 
apprentice. MTCU is responsible for scheduling you for 
your in-school training and providing you with your 
Apprenticeship Training Standard or Schedule of Training, 
which you must ensure is secure and up to date. They 
will also advise you of when and where you have been 
registered to attend in-school training. The school will 
contact you prior to your scheduled training and you will 
be responsible for paying your classroom fees prior to 
starting your classes. 
 
An Employment and Training Consultant will be 
assigned to you and they will be your contact regarding 
your progress, training or inquiries regarding your apprenticeship. 
 

Step 5 ς Certification 
There are two certificates associated with the apprenticeable 
skilled trades. If you complete the apprenticeship 
program you can apply for the Certificate of 
Apprenticeship. The Certificate of Qualification is 
mandatory for restricted, compulsory trades 
but is optional for unrestricted and voluntary trades. 
 
Certificate of Apprenticeship (C of A) 
Once you have completed your in-school training, the 
mandatory hours required for the skilled trades that are 
legislated by the Trades Qualification and Apprenticeship 
Act (TQAA), and all of the skills have been signed off in 
your Apprenticeship Training Standard or Schedule of 
Training, you should contact your Employment and 

Training Consultant. MTCU does not automatically send 
out the Certificate of Apprenticeship. They will require a 
letter from your employer stating that you have completed 
the required number of hours of your apprenticeship, 
along with your Training Standard or Schedule of Training 
and proof that you have completed your schooling. It is 
important to apply and receive this certificate. Some 
employers may provide an incentive to an apprentice who 
completes the apprenticeship program and earns this 
certificate. 
 
Certificate of Qualification (C of Q) 
To receive journeyperson status, which is also referred 
to as a ticket and/or a trade licence, you will have to write 
the provincial qualification exam for your trade. Some 
employers may require that you have passed this exam as 
a condition of employment as it ensures that your skills 
and knowledge meet the industry standards. There is a 
fee to write your exam and is payable at the time you 
book your exam through your local Employment Ontario 
Apprenticeship office. The exam is approximately 3 hours 
in length and you require a minimum score of 70 percent 
to pass. If you are unsuccessful in achieving this minimum grade 
you can make arrangements to re-write 
the exam at a future date. 
 
Challenge Exam 
In some cases you can receive certification without 
going through the Apprenticeship Program. If you have 
performed the duties and skill sets for a skilled trade you 
may be eligible to challenge the Certificate of 
Qualification. This depends on the number of hours that 
you have worked in the trade and if you meet the 
eligibility requirements set by Employment Ontario. For 
more information contact Employment Ontario at 
1.800.387.5656 or visit www.ontario.ca/employmentontario. 
 
Protect your Certificate of Qualification 
If you are certified in one of the compulsory or 
restricted trades, you are required to renew your 
certificate every 3 years. There is a fee payable to the 
Ministry of Training, Colleges and Universities to renew 
your certificate and late fees may be applied if you allow 
your certificate to expire. You have 3 options to renew 
and/or replace your Certificate of Qualification, on-line by 
visiting:
