Introduction

Peterston super Ely is a Church in Wales Voluntary Controlled School: therefore the collective worship at the school is mainly Christian and reflects the teachings of the Church in Wales. However we are inclusive of all other religions and this is reflected in our ethos and vision.
Statutory Requirements
The 1988 Education reform Act requires that there shall be a daily act of collective worship which, in a voluntary controlled school, is the responsibility of the governing body. It also requires that it be of a Christian character and should include the singing of hymns and saying of prayers. Parents retain the right to withdraw their children from collective worship.

The Nature of Collective Worship

Collective Worship takes place in Peterson Primary School when the whole school comes together for worship each day. It is the aim of collective worship to allow the pupils to bear witness to the Church’s faith in the uniqueness of Jesus Christ, and to encourage and deepen their awareness of the spiritual aspects of life. Prayers are designed to meet the needs of the children, and the hymns are a mixture of traditional hymns and modern choruses.

Furthermore, gatherings for collective worship provide opportunities for those present to:

· listen and reflect in an atmosphere of calm and quiet;

· experience music through listening and performing;

· use published prayers as well as prayers written by pupils;

· participate in presentations by visiting speakers and organisations;

· celebrate whole school and individual achievements;

· explore Welsh culture and themes as well as those from elsewhere and;

· explore themes more directly related to schemes of work.

· Reflect on the values that are prevalent within the school.
Implementation

Daily Worship
The clergy of the East Vale Group attend school to lead collective worship. This is organised term by term. All staff are involved in conducting the other assemblies, with a rota being organised by the deputy head teacher. The teacher with an interest in Religious Education organises a Value led theme to be used on a half termly basis. The themes are usually closely related to the scheme of work and our key values. At Peterston, we believe that flexibility is important and teachers are encouraged to include current relevant issues in their assemblies. When the rector takes worship it will be focused on the Christian Values and Teaching of Jesus. A schedule of class worships is built in over two terms which reflect the Christian ethos of the school.
School Eucharist

School Eucharist takes place twice a term either at the school or at the Parish Church. The pupils take an active part in the service through formal readings and prayers that they have prepared.

Special Services
Special services such as Harvest, carol services, nativities, concerts and the leaver’s service are conducted by the pupils under the guidance of the staff, to which parents are invited to attend. All pupils conduct class worship over the year. External visitors also come to lead worship including Steve Harris, Peter Hodge, Father Edwin and members of the local chapel, Croes Y Parc. We work in partnership with these visitors to provide an enriched Christian worship for all pupils.
Hymns

Hymns should provide an opportunity for pupils to sing and, as appropriate, play instruments in the context of Christian worship. Hymns should include traditional words and music, as well as modern choruses.
