Lay members of the Association Council and all members of a (an Association) Covenant Team who are not named as voting delegates by the local church of which they are a member shall have voice and vote at all called meetings of the full Association.

Visitors, who are members of local churches with standing in the St. Louis Association, are welcome at the meeting with voice but without vote. All are welcome to attend the meeting.
The theme for the Fall Meeting is Being Real before God and Each Other.  Our keynote speaker/morning preacher is Rev. Voting Delegates

From the St. Louis Association Bylaws*
            A.  Each member church is entitled to be represented at all called meetings of the full 


      Association by one (1) lay delegate for each one hundred (100) members or fraction thereof 


      on the church roll, not to exceed twelve (12) delegates.  In addition, each member church is 


      entitled to two (2) young adult delegates (communicant members who are less than 30 years 


      of age at the time of the meeting).  Every delegate shall have voice and vote at all called


      meetings of the full Association.


B.  Any person holding standing as an ordained, licensed, or commissioned minister (active or


      retired) who is a member of the Association shall have voice and vote at all called meetings

      of the full Association.


C.  Lay members of the Association Council and all members of a Covenant Team who are not 


      named as voting delegates by the local church of which they are a member shall have voice 

      and vote at all called meetings of the full Association.

Section 5:  Ex-officio (voice and no vote)
A.  The Conference and Associate Conference Minister(s), whose standings are not in the 

St. Louis Association, delegates to the General Synod from the Missouri Mid-South     

Conference UCC, and official representatives to the Association from other ministries and

settings of the UCC, are honorary members of the Association and shall have voice but no


      vote.


B.  Representatives of ecumenical and interfaith partners, and Association Ecclesiastical Mission

      Partners, shall have voice but no vote.

Being Real



We are all tired of the narrative of decline: the prevailing cliché that the



Mainline church is in a steep descent, and doomed to crash and burn.



We seek a fresh narrative and it turns out our fresh narrative is an old



narrative: the parable of the feast, the story Jesus told in which the


insiders turn down the king’s invitation to the party, and he tells his



servants instead to go out to the highways and byways and invite the last,


the least, the lost – the ones we sometimes call, “those people,” the people



who really need a feast because they have missed too many meals, spiritually



speaking.



One thing “those people” need – all of us need – when we come to church 

is a place to bring our whole selves before God and into beloved community. 

Beloved community is a place where we can bring all of our pieces and parts, 

and know we are accepted, loved, embraced, and challenged to become who God intends us to be.  We need to come real and authentic, and we need to worship

together in ways that support authenticity: from communion bread that is so 
delicious you want to eat the whole loaf, to the offering of public, 
individual testimony from both lay and clergy that gets to the heart of the matter.
