DESIGN MY HOUSE – C – CAPE COD 
A retired couple, Mr. and Mrs. Mason, has hired you to design their house.  They would like their home to have a small footprint (small roof, foundation, square footage, etc, larger area of land).  They would like one bedroom, one and a half bathrooms, a medium sized kitchen, family room, den, storage area and a two car garage.  They would also like a wrap-around porch on the house.  
Mrs. Mason (60) is a retired family and consumer science teacher.  She would love to have an area where she could work on her sewing and knitting without disturbance from her husband.  Mr. Mason (63) is a retired mechanic and still loves trying to fix anything that he thinks is broken, so he would like to have an area to house his equipment.  They both enjoy cooking and watching Food Network and Fox News.  
The couple would like to keep the square footage at 1200 or less, but would like to have the option of expanding their house in the future when they begin to have grandchildren.  This will be a major challenge for you as the designer.
The Mason’s are requesting the following products from you:


Four bubble diagram sketches (need to change at least 1/3 of each design)


A detailed floor plan sketch with notes about features of the house on grid paper

· Exterior Walls

· Interior Walls

· Kitchen Layout

· Bathroom Layout

· Work Triangle and Lengths of Sides (prove kitchen is efficient)
· Room Names

· Dimensions

A detailed floor plan drafted out using architectural equipment

· Same requirements as above


Once you have created two well developed bubble diagrams (use the circle and ellipse templates) and have color coded each of the three zones of the house (private, social and service) you will need to meet with your firm’s partner and discuss 1 of the 2 designs that you believe is most creative and best meets your clients needs.  You will need to be prepared to answer/discuss the questions/topics (on back of page) with your partner about your final designs.  They will need to record your responses on your sheet of paper.

After you and your partner have discussed your final design, you need to begin to consider square footage for each room, but remember to stay within the client’s parameters. You will need to place vellum over your bubble diagram and block out each of the rooms. Next you will need to start drawing your floor plan on grid paper and use your drafting equipment.  You should begin with the exterior and interior walls.  Then you need to place the vellum over the floor plan and sketch out door and window placement as well as kitchen, laundry room and bathroom layouts.

Once you have finished your rough floor plan, you will draft a refined floor plan, using drafting equipment, on grid paper.  This will need to be to scale, so determine what each square will represent before you begin.  You will need to include exterior and interior walls, kitchen layout including work triangle, bathroom layout, room names and room dimensions.
