June:  SPEEDING  

In 2010, there were more than 220 fatalities and 3,000 injuries in speed 

related crashes on Florida's roadways.  Another 332 fatalities and more 

than 47,000 injuries were attributed to careless driving, many of which 

likely involved excessive speeds. 

 

District 5 has designated June's traffic safety focus as speeding prevention.  

Central Florida roadways will be busy with tourists who may be struggling 

to find their way and inexperienced teen drivers, turned loose with the car 

keys while out of school.  These drivers are more prone to late lane 

changes, rapid acceleration/deceleration, and sudden stopping which can 

be deadly when compounded by speeding, whether by these drivers or  

others on the road. 

 

Speeding is one of the most prevalent causes of traffic crashes.  The      

economic impact for speed-related crashes, based on national statistics, is 

astronomical.

HOLIDAY IMPAIRED DRIVING  

PREVENTION CAMPAIGN 

The Fourth of July holiday     period 

(6:00pm July 2- 5:59am July 6) is par-

ticularly deadly. During the 2010 holi-

day, 392 people were killed in motor 

vehicle traffic crashes.  

Of those fatalities, 39 percent were in 

crashes that involved at least one driver 

or motorcycle operator with a blood 

alcohol concentration (BAC) of .08 or 

higher. 

Across the country, impaired driving 

fatalities spike during nighttime. In fact 

during the July 4th holiday in 2010 

(6:00pm July 2 - 5:59am July 6), more 

than 80 percent of alcohol-impaired 

driving fatalities took place at night-

time between the hours of 6:00 p.m. 

and 5:59 a.m. The proportion of alco-

hol impairment among drivers involved 

in fatal crashes in 2010 was almost five 

times higher at night (6pm to 5:50am) 

   than during the day (6am to 5:59pm) 

for the Fourth of July holiday period 

(6:00pm July 2 - 5:59am July 6). 

Young (18 to 34 year old) people still 

donôt get the message that drinking and 

driving kills. During the 2010 Fourth 

of July holiday period (6:00pm July 2 - 

5:59am July 6), 50 percent of young 

drivers killed in motor vehicle traffic 

crashes were alcohol impaired (BAC of 

.08 or higher.)

Bus Wraps 

District 5 Safety used CTST grant funds to 

pay for the materials used to wrap two    

public transit buses. The messages on the 

bus are targeting both pedestrians (curb-side 

and rear) and motorists (road-side and rear). 

The primary message reminds both of the 

laws relating to crosswalks, while a        

secondary message reminds pedestrians and 

motorists of the dangers of distracted    

walking and driving.  The "advertisement 

fee" was donated by the partnering transit 

agencies, Lynx and Votran.  The Lynx bus 

will be alternated along 5 routes that rank 

among the worst for pedestrian incidents, as 

well as "floater routes" that will travel to 

park-and-ride lots in neighboring counties.  

The Votran bus will rotate through various 

routes, especially targeting those areas that 

have higher rates of pedestrian incidents. 

Multiple other buses with both transit    

authorities will have supplemental placards 

inside the buses that remind pedestrians of 

important safety tips.  

Three-Prong Approach 

Many communities are currently working 

with their local schools and/or school 

boards to implement new, or enhance     

existing, bike/ped safety curriculums.  

Groups such as the Volusia County TPO are 

partnering with local media outlets to     

produce and air public safety messages on 

local cable stations.  Engineering groups are 

evaluating locations for enhanced cross-

walks and signage.  And, law enforcement 

agencies are participating in specialized 

training and high visibility enforcement 

details.  All efforts are focusing on both 

pedestrian and motorist behaviors that are 

most likely to contribute to a pedestrian 

crash.
