Behavior and Media Agreement
In order to ensure the health, safety, and ultimate enjoyment of the camp experience for all campers, The Beaumont Children’s Museum asks that all children behave respectfully at all times during the camp day. Respectful behavior includes:

· Respect For Self – Including making personal health and safety needs and feelings known to their teachers (i.e. feeling sick, worried, scared, or upset with another camper’s behavior), and refraining from behavior which may endanger their personal well-being.

· Respect for Other Campers – Including being sensitive to the feelings, safety, and personal space of others. This includes refraining from fighting, hitting, wrestling, physical assault, or other inappropriate touching; refraining from teasing, name-calling, or inappropriate joking; and staying with the group and following safety instructions in the Museum.

· Respect for Camp Teachers and Guests – Including refraining from the use of inappropriate language, gestures, or physical violence toward the teachers, always following safety instructions, and refraining from leaving the group without permission at any time. 
· Respect for Museum – Including using exhibits in the appropriate way and refraining from misuse of and purposeful mishandling of museum exhibit and camp materials as well as cleaning up after oneself so as to keep the museum a fun and safe place for all campers and other museum guests.

In certain cases, campers whose behaviors do not comply with this agreement may not be invited to return for the duration of their registered camp time, whether this time occurs the same week, or in subsequent weeks. In this event, no camp fees will be refunded for any camp time lost.
