From “The Essentials We Believe”: Because God gives us eternal life
through Jesus Christ, those who believe are secure in that salvation
for eternity. As a loving Father, God wants us to be certain about our
salvation. When you have been saved, you cannot “lose” it. Salvation
is maintained by the grace and power of God, not by the self-effort
of the Christian. It is the grace and keeping power of God that gives
us this security. There is “blessed assurance” in Christ Jesus. John
10:27-29; 2 Timothy 1:12; Hebrews 7:25; 10:10,14; Romans
