The Sixth Petition: Lead us not into temptation.

What does this mean?
God tempts no one to sin, but we ask in this prayer that God would
watch over us and keep us so that the devil, the world, and our sinful
self may not deceive us and draw us into false belief, despair and
other great and shameful sins. And we pray that even though we are
so tempted we may still win the final victory.

But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can
endure it.” 1 Corinthians 10:13  What does this mean?
