ClearWater Solutions Public Works Director Davis recommended awarding bid for diesel powered street sweeper to Covington Sales & Services. Although the lowest bids were from Ingram Equipment, those bids did not meet specifications; therefore, were deemed ineligible. The Sanitation Department is in dire need of the equipment, therefore time is of essence. Covington Sales is quoting a forty-five (45) to ninety (90) day delivery.

Savings of $12,146.38 will be realized from the purchase of the trash loader above and may be applied towards the purchase of the street sweeper. Furthermore, Covington Sales & Service is offering a 2.75% discount for payment upon delivery of equipment. This will reduce the price by Covington from $256,980 to $249,913.05. Director Davis also requested $2,700 from the Street Department outside repair services line item (001-210-635) based on savings. Savings above plus the budgeted price of $230,000 yields $242,146.38 available for the sweeper. ClearWater Solutions may pay the overage of $5,066.62 for the street sweeper from the Repair & Maintenance fund authorized under Section IV of the Service Agreement.
